Jurisdiction Profile  

 

Prairie Land is located in the southeastern part of the province, approximately 2 hours east of 

Calgary, with its board office located in Hanna.  The jurisdiction serves an area spanning 6000 

square miles with a sparse population.  There are 1525 students projected for September 2009 in 

eighteen schools.  Nine of these schools are located on the colonies of the Hutterian Brethren and 

enroll 180.5 students.  Of the ten non-colony schools, five operate with a K-12 configuration.  

PLRD also operates one Outreach program in Hanna.  Our larger schools are located within the 

Town of Hanna where two schools will have a total enrolment of approximately 519 students in 

2009/2010.  

 

From September 2001 to September 2008 the district experienced a 16.3% decline in its student 

population (1850 FTE students to 1549 FTE students).  We are expecting that in the near future 

that our enrolment will continue to decrease but only marginally.   

 

Multi -graded classes are commonplace in the division.  In our 4 smaller schools (Altario, 

Veteran, Berry Creek, Youngstown), 100% of the classes are in a multi-graded environment, 

with triple-grading being common place.  In our colony schools, teachers have to teach with up 

to 8 or 9 grades in a single classroom.  To some degree or another, multi-graded classes exist in 

all of the other schools.  The necessity of having multi-graded classrooms places additional 

pressures on the schools to provide quality learning experiences for the students.   

 

Even though the Learning Commission established maximum class size guidelines, it did not 

address the issue of having multi-graded classrooms.  Alberta Education should review the 

Learning Commission class size guidelines with a view to reducing the class size in a multi-

graded environment.  

 

The issue of division finances continues to be a major concern for the Board, administrators and 

staff members because of this declining enrolment.  In order to remain economically viable, there 

is a concern that programs may need to be reduced, bus routes eliminated and even schools 

closed.  These options however may create problems associated with distances between schools 

and the time it takes to transport pupils between centers.  The ñschools by necessityò component 
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of the new funding framework is of some help where programming is concerned, although it 

does not address the concerns related to transportation, plant operations and maintenance costs.  

The division believes that the new funding framework based on per student allocations is 

inadequate to provide quality learning opportunities for students.

Prairie Land Regional Division continues to meet with representative of Alberta Education on an 

annual basis.  The purpose of these meetings is to keep department officials informed of district 

concerns, and to promote a positive working relationship that will allow us to respond 

collaboratively to the ever-changing needs of the district.  The division is optimistic that as a 

result of these discussions, Alberta Education will find a more equitable way to fund rural 

education.  Hopefully any proposed change will address the economic viability of small rural 

divisions, and ensure that our students have equitable access to a quality education and have the 

opportunity to experience the ñAlberta Advantage!ò 
 

Even with concerns surrounding enrollment decline, Prairie Landôs students continue to do well 

academically.  This in no small measure is due to the dedication and quality of teachers in Prairie 

Land.  The 3-year high school completion rate of 84.2% continues to be one of the highest in the 

province.  Satisfaction surveys completed by students, staff and parents consistently indicate 

their overall satisfaction with the quality of education being provided.

Consort CTS Addition Proposal 
 

Project Rationale: 

             The Consort CTS lab no longer meets building codes and the small area creates safety 
concerns. Currently there is no welding exhaust, no proper dust collection system or a dedicated 
make-up air system.  A building addition that would address building code and safety issues can 
be attached to the existing CTS Lab. The redesign of the lab could also better address curriculum 
needs as the current lab is provides limited offerings of technology strands. Goal 1: High Quality 
Learning Opportunities for All; Program of Studies indicates an intermediate achievement but has 
improved over the past reporting period. This improvement is related to the addition of a portable 
CTS unit in the southern portion of the District. The Consort addition would address issues in the 
northern area of PLRD. 
Site development, construction of addition, further upgrades to existing CTS area, additional 
equipment needs would be required for the project.

Morrin Building Envelope 
 

Project Rationale: 

              The Morrin School building exterior consists of a stucco application which is in very poor 
condition and is in need of replacement with a metal clad siding.  If not repaired properly mould 
may begin to appear within the interior walls of the school building as there has been some 
sepage issues during the past few years and mould tests have been conducted due to 
environmental concerns. The 2006 Morrin Facility Evaluation Audit rated the overall building 
envelope as poor. 
Poor air quality and potential mould issues as a result of sepage raise the potential hazard in the 
school.

Veteran Building Envelope 
 

Project Rationale: 

             The exterior envelope of the 1957 building is a combination wood siding on framing as well as 
brick veneer on concrete block. The roofing is comprised of a membrane on unknown substrate 
and insulation with re-roofing last performed in approximately 1991. Windows at the 1957 
building are original wood sash and all exterior doors and frames at the 1957 building are original 
wood units with some being upgraded. The general condition of the 1957 original building is 
marginal. Recommendations are to install new stucco or metal clad on thermal and moisture 
control assembly to all existing wall surfaces.  Replace all doors and windows with energy 
efficient units.
